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Critical areasq

Following are the 17 critical areas for connectivity
identified in the study. These are sections of the
priority corridors that maintain a narrow band with
favourable conditions running through an immediate
environment that is deemed to be hostile and
degraded, with high resistance. They imply therefore
major bottlenecks for connectivity.

The importance of these areas is critical given

their fragility, which increases the risk that they be
transformed or eliminated as they run through areas
dominated by more intensive land uses.

The additional degradation, loss or non-restoration of
these sections would imply the loss and considerable
deterioration of the whole corridor and a significant
reduction of connectivity at national level.
